It is now ever more important to be on our guard against subversive elements 
that advocate the use of violence and preach extremism, hatred and 

discrimination of others. We strongly believe that an open, consultative and 
evidence-based discussion on sensitive issues should be the way forward. 
 

We stress the importance for both Muslims and non-Muslims to learn about 
Islam from credible and accredited teachers under the Asatizah Recognition 

Scheme (ARS). 
 

As an accredited Islamic Education Centre and Provider (IECP) under the 
Islamic Religious Council of Singapore (Muis), we regularly ensure our 

teachers’ and students’ understanding and practice of Islam are sensitive to 
and deeply rooted in the local context. We provide our students multiple 

outlets and opportunities, both in and out of the classroom, to voice out their 
questions and concerns about Islam in a welcoming environment. 
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We strongly believe that an Islamic education with an accredited institution 
and under credible teachers is an essential part of life in multicultural 

Singapore and should be made accessible to all. Education plays a critical 
part in stomping out radical ideas and teachings, especially amongst those
